Old Business:

Costco: Tom Holmes, Nick Panayotou and Beth Evans reviewed the Costco Site Plans with the Board. The limit of disturbance has not changed. A retaining wall was put up, and the required amount of trees was added along the Taconic State Parkway. The ABACA comments were addressed and they increased the density and height of the trees. They eliminated a sidewalk and increased landscaping to make it fell warm and welcoming. Guide Rails were changed from steel to timber. The CB appreciates the mitigation that has been added and agrees with ABACA on all the requirements such as increasing the density and the height of the trees along the Taconic Parkway. 
New Business:

Colangelo Subdivision – 1805 Jacob Rd: This is a 50 Acre Conservation Subdivision. They propose to develop under the Towns Flexibility Standard, as smaller residential lots, leaving a majority of the land for farming use. No Town facilities will be used as access to property. Owners are looking to create 5 residential lots with a farm stand, filling station for electronic cars, and a dog park with natural vegetation as fencing. They would like to construct a platform to educate people about the environment. The CB appreciates being a part of the process at this early stage. Whatever work will be done in the wetland buffer will need mitigation. A section of the project is stated to be farm land, Board will requests method of protection of Hunterbrook Stream from soil erosion and/or chemical run off to be discussed in future submittals. The Board is in support of the general concept of the project.  A site visit will be planned for the future.

Discussion:

Properties in REM: The CB reviewed a list of Properties in REM. Board member Walt Daniels visited each location prior to our meeting and shared his findings with the Board.

· Tax Parcel ID 15.15-1-9 / Property Location, 1721, 1725, 1717, 1719 Clover Road: The lots are a wetland and the Board finds it to be unbuildable. The Board suggests taking them off the tax roll and categorizing them as Conservation Land for stormwater management and preserves the environmental value.

· Tax Parcel ID 16.14–4-24 / Property Location, James Street: This lot has a tree ordinance and wetland restrictions which renders it unbuildable. The Board suggests taking it off the tax roll and categorizing it as Conservation Land for stormwater management and preserves the environmental value. 

· Tax Parcel ID 16.9-1-5 / Property Location, 3560 Fenimore Ave: Lot is buildable. Suggestion is to sell.

· Tax Parcel ID 16.9-1-6 / Property Location, Delaware Road: Lot is buildable. Suggestion is to sell.

· Tax Parcel ID 16.9-1-6 / Property Location, 1448 Crossways Road: Lot is buildable. Suggestion is to sell.

· Tax Parcel ID 27.18-2-1 / Property Location, Dunning Drive: The Board suggests selling the lot with the understanding that the lot will be difficult to build on because of the steep slope. If lot remains unsold, Board suggests categorizing it as Conservation Land to preserve the environmental value.

· Tax Parcel ID 37.15-2-14 / Property Location, 81 Upland Road: Our current zoning setbacks render the property unbuildable. Board suggests contacting adjacent homeowners to see if they would like to purchase the lot.
